NOTE: I is recommended that you apply grease fo the threads of each bolt and screw as you assemble
your Finess Bike to prevent loosening and noise. Also, during each assembly siep, ensure that ALL bolis
and screws are in place and parfially threaded in before completely fightening any ONE bolt or screw.

STEP 2

* Position the front support fube in place
under the mounting plate on the front
side of the bike. Insert two bolis
(M8x20L) with lock washers [SW8)
and arc washers [M8x18x1.5T) info

the holes. Tighten with the Smm
Ishaped wrench.

BLUE BAG

o Slide the rear foot info place on the
frame. Insert two bolts (M8x20L) with

two lock washers (SW8) to the outside
holes. Insert two bolts (M8x70L) with
two lock washers [SW8) to the inside
holes. Tighten all bolts with the Smm
TShaped wrench
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# Slide the console mast cover onto the
console mast.

* Wiop the wire fie that exits the
botiom of the console mast around the
end of the console cable that is resfing
in the console mast mounting bracket.
Pull the wire fie with the wire harness up
through the console mast. Slide the
console mast over the console mast
mounfing brackef. Insert three  bolis
(M8x15L) wiih three lock washers
(SWS8) to each side of the mast. Insert a
sef screw (M8x10L) to the front side of
the mast and fighten with the 4mm
'Shaped wrench. Tighten all ofher bolts
with the 5mm T-Shaped wrench. Slide
the console mast cover down so that it
sits in place on the bike.

o Slide the heart rate wires from the
handlebar through the hole in  the
handlebar  mounting bracket on the
console mast. Pull the wires complefely
through the hole and sef the handlebars
info place on the bracket. Secure the
handlebars in place with the two bolis
(M8x20L] and two lock washers
[SW8). Tighten with the Smm T-Shaped

wrench.

 Remove the four bolis from the back
side of the console. Plug the console
cable and hear rate wires info the back
side of the console. Place the console
onio the mounfing plate of the console
mast and rednsert the four mounting
bolt. Tighten with the screwdriver.

® Remove the two bolis from the
backside of the console mast. Atiach
the water boile cage fo the mast with
these two bolts. Tighten with the

screwdriver. Insert water botle.

o Slide the seat onfo the seat post
stud. Tighten the 14mm nuts on the
botiom side of the seat o secure in
place

o Slide the seat post info the frame
seat post bracket.

o Insert the adjustment knob through
the seat post bracket and tumn to tighten

* Attach left and right pedal sraps to
left and right pedals

o Atiach left and right pedals to left
and right crank arms. NOTE: both
pedals and crank arms should be
labeled left or right. Tighten with the
included pedal wrench

* Plug in power supply o power

socket on the front side of the bike.
